The results show that the coefficient of multiple determination (R2 ) is 0.46
indicating the regression model is moderately fit.

1.8 Managerial Implications

T.he'forgoing analysis indicted that the socio-demographic features of the women entreprencufs are
significantly different in various aspects. The majority of women entrepreneurs (53 per cent) belonged
to the age group above 30 years followed by less than 30 years (42 per cent). Only 5 per cent of wormet
were in the age group of above 50 years.
